ATTN: Short-term Visiting Trainee Applicants

Students from overseas universities who, after discussion with their overseas university,
are admitted to this university for the purpose of receiving training at a host research
department (including training considered to be an internship by the overseas university etc.),
cultural activities, and/or language acquisition, for a period that is at least 3 days but shorter
than 3 months, are referred to as "Short-term Visiting Trainees" at Tohoku University.

Admission

If you wish to enter Tohoku University as a trainee, you must first obtain permission from
your academic adviser, then submit an official application form.

Applications will be screened by the host department and accepted or rejected. The
screening will take a while, so please leave yourself plenty of time when performing the
application procedures.

Short-term Visiting Trainees may be able to stay at Tohoku University dormitories.
Please check with your host laboratory in advance.

In addition, they receive no credits.

They can, upon obtaining permission, use the libraries and other facilities.

The head of the department will determine how to handle the training fees.

While staying in Japan, trainees are expected to follow both Japanese laws and Tohoku
University's regulations.
