4. Research method

We will conduct a survey using a questionnaire accessed via the Internet. Information about the
research will be announced via the on-campus email system and the Student Affairs Information
System. The survey is being conducted anonymously. To identify when the same survey data has been
submitted more than once, information about the operating system used and its version (Windows 10,
iOS 11, etc.), the browser used (Safari, Google Chrome, Microsoft Edge, etc.), and the
communications device used (Windows-based PC, iPhone, etc.) will be temporarily recorded when
the responses are submitted. This data will be used only to verify if identical responses have been
submitted over a short period of time. Information about IP addresses and the location of devices used
will not be collected.

All questionnaire data received will be processed in a statistical fashion, and nothing that is
published will allow any subject to be personally identifiable. In addition, participation in this survey
is voluntary, and no respondent will be disadvantaged in terms of their academic performance, etc.
based on the content of their responses or whether they respond or do not respond to the questions.
Even after respondents have begun answering the questionnaire, if there are any questions that they
do not wish to answer, they can stop filling in the questionnaire and can withdraw from the survey
before any data has been submitted. By completing the questionnaire, respondents agree that their

answers may be used as data for the purposes of the research.
