Importance and significance of vaccination of hepatitis B and
pediatric infectious diseases

In some infectious diseases, sometimes the antibody titers will have been decreased by the
time the persons become adults despite vaccination and infection histories in their
childhood, and in such cases, the virus could show extremely high infectivity even without
apparent symptoms and cause severe cases.

Students involved in medical field have risks to be infected from patients or patients’
specimens without certain recognition.
Therefore, it is very important to protect yourself and to prevent further infections to others.

Graduate School of Medicine facilitates its students, who engage in medical practice or
internship at the hospital, to take antibody titer examination and vaccinations on the
following infectious diseases;
measles, rubella, mumps, chickenpox, and hepatitis B.

Provided (1) you have already taken appropriate measures (vaccinated) in your working
hospital or University, or (2) you belong to the department in the field of Basic Medicine and
are not going to join medical practice or internship at the hospital, vaccination is not
necessary; however, upon medical practice at Tohoku University Hospital, it is mandatory to
submit “Infectious disease exam certificate” (prescribed form : Please contact the Infection
Control Office at Tohoku University Hospital directly. )
