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Tohoku Imperial University, the predecessor of Tohoku University,
was established in 1907 as the third Imperial University, after the
Tokyo and Kyoto Imperial Universities. The official university song
at the establishment of the university sang the praises of the north
eastern light which emanated from the Big Dipper pointing towards
the center of the heavens. This symbolized the basic concept of the
university, which was to search for the immovable truth like the Pole
Star, and also to be the guidepost for people everywhere. This Big

Dipper design has been in use since October, 1970.
